This past week, the Council on Legislation, represented by 571 
districts globally, met over five days to decide on over 200 
independent measures. Our own Abe Gordon represented 

District 7980. 

Arguably one of the most progressive councils to have met 
since Rotary’s inception, major structural changes to Rotary 
were approved, including a new fifth avenue of service: New 
Generations.  

New Generations, although many have argued is not the best 
name for this avenue of service, focuses on youth. This opens 
the doors to not only assisting youth around the globe, but 
equally presents a major opportunity to reduce the average 
age of Rotarians across the world, and hence move Rotary 

more rapidly into the 21st century.  

On Monday, the Council approved (430 - 85) a measure 
formalizing e-clubs as a valid club format. Up to two e-clubs 

may be formed in each district under the new measure.  

On Tuesday, the council approved a measure (284 – 229) 
which asks the RI board to propose new measures at the next 
Council on Legislation in the formation of satellite clubs as a 
means to create new clubs. Satellite clubs would differ from 
provisional clubs in that there is no time limit on obtaining a 
charter. Members of a satellite club would be considered 
members of the host club until such time that a sufficient 

membership base warrants a full charter. 

Also on Tuesday, the Council approved a measure (283 - 231) 
amending the RI bylaws which adds sexual orientation to the 
list of prohibited forms of discrimination which might otherwise 
be used to limit membership. The other prohibited means of 
discrimination of course, include bias on gender, race, color, 

creed, or national origin. 

Additionally the Council approved a request (353 – 153) to 
have the RI board consider policies to help disabled persons 

join Rotary. 

The Council also approved a $1 per capita dues increase 

Tuesday (416 – 98). 

On Wednesday, the Council asked RI to establish a committee 
to develop a global rapid response short term disaster relief 

resource. This measure was approved (361 – 148).  

 
Luis Ortiz Sepúlveda, representing Chile, told the Council, 
“Rotary doesn’t need to replace ShelterBox but supplement 

their efforts”. 

Also on Wednesday, the council approved a resolution (306 -
207) asking the RI board to consider making EarlyAct a 

structured RI program.  

On Thursday, the Council approved a measure (257 – 244) 
which would allow Rotarians to elect to receive the Rotarian 
magazine electronically. Particularly in light of the cost, both in 
shipping and environmental terms, this is a welcome measure, 

but some proponents also cited that the magazine should also 
be available on demand, which the print version does not 
allow for. 

On Friday, the Council approved (343 – 162) the creation of a 
standing RI committee for Interact. The committee will consist of 

six members serving for three year terms.

To request the RI Board to consider encouraging clubs 
to create a training and leadership committee.

Later, Brando Gutierrez from the Merliot Rotary Club, kept in 
touch with Mayor Jose Luis Diaz in order to meet the other 
needs of this town and selected students in poorer schools in 
this community to be rewarded Rotary backpacks with 

sponsorship Scotiabank.

Whenever we do a delivery, we describe the contents of the 
backpack, and children will always react with excitement to 

hear what they will receive.  

Last week in San Jose Villanueva, when William Nasser 
presented the content, the children applauded enthusiastically 
with notebook, pencil, case, dictionary, and glue, but on 
reaching the bottle of vitamins he heard a gasp of 

disenchantment.  

I explained that these vitamins were to help them be stronger 
and study better, after which the children regained their 

enthusiasm. 

This time, the product that really caught their attention was the 
toothbrush included with the dental hygiene kit.
